This website is run by the University of Huddersfield archives service called Heritage Quay. 
We want as many people as possible to be able to use this website. For example, that 
means you should be able to:

 whilst the Immersive Read and Read Aloud function screen readers in Edge Chromium 
are compatible with the website, any browser that requires an additional download (like

 the map on our Visit page is constrained to the image bar so you can only see a small 
section of a map and it can’t be expanded to full page.

This statement was prepared on 19th June 2020. It was last reviewed on 28th October 2020. 

This website was last tested on 12th December 2019. The test was carried out by The 
University of Huddersfield. We used Accessibility Insights for Web and WebAim Wave. 

Additional accessibility testing was carried out on the 28th October 2020.    The following 
pages were tested:

The page were tested with Edge Chromium’s screen reader, Immersive Reader, and an 
overlay app called ColorVeil.
